Public Hearing  - 
1. LaBombard 2- lot subdivision- there was no comment and on a motion from Tony Nickinello and seconded by Stephanie Gates the hearing was closed at 6:02pm
2. Pikes Taxidermy Special Use Permit-Joe Witchowki who lives on Indian Rock Rd  to speak about possible issues with chemicals and appearance. Kayla and Rob stated that there are no carcasses left out and that is based on DEC regulations. The chemicals are all natural based like vinegar and salts. They will be putting walls and heat in the garage because they want to be able to work in the winter. Game warden and CWD will check up on him regularly because of the regulations. It will be a pick up and drop off location only, not a retail location. The business also meets federal regulations so he can do migratory birds. He most frequently does deer and duck. The skulls and cape are generally what is being dropped off, it’s not a place where the animal is being gutted it’s simply the skull and outer capes.
